Each year CAWL has shown steady growth.  The following chart shows how much we have grown in terms of adoptions.  We have adopted out over 2,000 cats and dogs since 2004.  (Note the figures for 2004 are for the total year but we did not open our doors until July of that year.)  
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For the last 2 - 3 years the economy has created a significant hardship for many pet owners forcing more and more people to be put in a situation where they must relinquish their beloved dogs and cats. This means that as CAWL volunteers we need to work harder to keep the adoptions moving so we can accommodate more intakes.

We are very proud of our center and our loyal volunteers.  Our entire operating budget comes from supporters like you.  It costs us approximately $12,000 each and every month to operate our facility and to care for our animals. We do not receive any funds from the city, county or state; therefore we rely directly on you for donations.  By becoming a member, you have the satisfaction of being a part of helping homeless animals.
 
The volunteers at CAWL work extremely hard to keep our organization operating.  They do this because of their love for animals.  Of course, we all have a good time together and that is part of the fun. A Holiday to Remember…

The temperature was dropping and a winter storm was coming...climbing up a steep embankment to find cover under a tree was all she was able to do before the pain set in and the snow fell.  It was less than a week before Christmas and “Holiday”, a young female lab had just been hit by a car on a rural dark road in Virginia.  The animal control officers found her the next day with hypothermia setting in.  As they tried to reach her she slid down the steep embankment that had been her resting place and hit the animal control officer waiting at the bottom with a thud and a yelp.  Rushing her to the vet’s office they were advised her back left leg was broken with pieces of shattered bone fragments, and that it would have to be amputated.  Without the funds for such a surgery, the animal control officer took her to the shelter and a plea was sent to us to see if we could help by taking her in.  I only took a few emails to ensure them that we would be there to get Holiday.   We arrived at the animal shelter to have her greet us on three legs, her bad leg dangling, and with her tail wagging. Several hours later, I had her at our local vet and as we waited patiently for her appointment, she looked at me and wagged her tail ever so gently.  Our local vet felt that her leg could be saved and after a week of care with him, he sent her home with a pin in her leg.  Throughout her ordeal, Holiday has never stopped wagging her tail.  She is so grateful to those that came to her rescue.  She is still recovering and as her bone regenerates it will be months before she will be able to put full weight on her leg.  Holiday continues to steal the hearts of many with her gentle nature and her happiness to greet everyone that looks her way as she waits for her forever home.
